Learn what the worms, spiders and beetles in our 
environment are doing all around us without our 
knowing it.

Children will experience 
ecological games and activities set at Rehm Park and at 
the Conservatory.  There will be one �eld trip each week 
to observe habitats and map animal behavior at our 
Chicago area arboretum and nature preserves.
